SHAREDCARE APPLICATION GUIDELINES

To qualify for SharedCare, you must:

· Live in Horry County

· Have no health insurance (including Medicaid or Medicare)

· Have a household income that is not above 200 percent of the Federal Poverty Level Guidelines
· Apply for Medicaid and be denied through no fault of your own

The items below are needed to decide if you qualify for SharedCare:

· South Carolina ID

· Social Security Card

· Proof that you live in Horry County

· A lease, utility bill or notarized letter from the person whom you are living with.

· Proof of income for everyone in the household:

· Paycheck stubs from the last four weeks in a row or a letter from your boss on a company letterhead telling the dates you were paid and gross income received.

· If someone in the household is self-employed, please give Personal Income Tax forms with the Schedule C form from your most current filed taxes.

· Proof of all other income such as Family Independence, SSA, SSI, AFDC, pensions, loans, gifts, child support, alimony, Veterans Benefits and/or unemployment.

· Statements from the last three months in a row on all open bank accounts.

· If you are not working, you will need to apply for unemployment and try to find work at the Coastal Workforce Center.  Please give:

· A work history printout for the last three months

· A letter from your last boss on a company letterhead telling the last date you worked and gross income received.

· If you have no household income, write a letter telling how you pay your bills.

· Proof of your Social Security claim if you are not working.

· Notarized letter from person(s) who are giving income to your household.
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
